· Computer software analysis – Hemospat

· 3-D scanning – FARO

· Analyzing difficult to see bloodstains on dark colored & textured textiles with ALS & IR Imagery
· Chemical enhancement on various substrates

· One day devoted as an Introduction to Fabrics/Textiles
· Competency/proficiency test as part of the final day of testing

· 16 years experience with the Forensic Services Unit of a police agency from Ontario Canada, where he retired in 2015 after 30 years of service.
· A current IAI Certified Bloodstain Pattern Examiner since 2000.
